Head Start is preschool for 3 and 4 year old children, 
and Early Head Start is a program for pregnant women 
and children age 0-3. Both are provided at no cost to 
eligible families.  Early Head Start provides year-round 
services, in either the home or one of four local 
classrooms, and Head Start 3-5 is a school readiness 
program. Call to see if you qualify, and schedule an 
appointment to complete and application. You will 
need to provide proof of Macomb County residency, 
proof of child’s age, and proof of income.

Michigan’s Great Start Readiness Program (GSRP) 
provides high-quality preschool education to four year 
olds, and the eligibility is primarily based on income. 
Over-income families may be eligible, but might need 
to pay a fee based on a sliding scale. Program options 
include part-day preschool, school-day preschool, and a 
blend of GSRP and Head Start preschool. To learn how 
to apply and to find out if your family is eligible, contact 
your local intermediate school district (ISD). If you are 
unsure of your local ISD, use the Great Start to Quality 
Resource Center’s toll-free statewide line and be asked
